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A community where young people can play an active role
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In September 2016, a community gourmet event, The 1st
Sayama Rediscovery Bar, was held to great success, with 48
bars and restaurants taking part. A youth organization,
consisting predominantly of university students from
Osakasayama, called the “Sayama Mirai Planner” was
involved in running the event. This organization was
established in 2009 by a group of young people who wanted
to give something back to their loving hometowns. It's unique,
youthful perspective has been very well received, and the
organization has been appointed as fourism ambassadors for
the city. As well as the Sayama Mirai Planner, the active
participation of other young people is something to be
watched.
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A vibrant community with its roots in the region
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The Ohno district is on high ground with many hills, and also has
no rivers or other water source, making it unsuitable for rice
cultivation. For this reason, Delaware grapes have been grown
in this area since the Taisho period in the early 20th century. The
areas’ low rainfall means the grapes are virtually free from
disease, and the temperature extremes of the high elevation
allow for the harvest of sweet grapes with deep colors. These
"Ohno grapes” are well loved for their high quality, and they
have become a popular gift item with the locals. Today, the area
has 34 grape farmers, including part-time farmers, and the
number of varieties grown has increased. Another disfinctive
feature is that the farmers sell their product direct to consumers
close to their farms. During harvest season from mid-uly to
mid-September, fresh, juicy grapes line the store shelves.
Kazutoshi Nakamura, fourth-generation owner of Nakamura
Original Grape Farm, expressed his passion for growing grapes.
“We want to pour our efforts into cultivar improvement and
compete in the market with the delicious taste of our grapes.”
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A community whose residents can participate actively with vitality
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Osakasayama has three comprehensive community sportfs
clubs. Osakasayama Sports Club is based at the Municipal
Citizens Comprehensive Ground and has some 400 members
aged between three and 78 years of age. These clubs give
residents of the region the opportunity to take up a sport freely
and easily. Osakasayama Sports Club’s Club Manager, Hitomi
Ando, says, “Sometimes, the children start playing a sport and
then the rest of the family will take up a sport as well.” In
FY2016, the club conducted coaching training for university
students. In future, it plans to collaborate with the city’s 20
citizens sportfs associations and incorporate exchanges that
cross over community boundaries, to create a bright, healthy
community through sports.
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A family-friendly community
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‘| come here three times a week,” says Chiharu Kawaguchi.
She started coming to POPPOEN, the parenting support center
that was created by renovating a former kindergarten in 2006,
with her first daughter, now six years old, when she was just a
baby, and she now also brings her four-year-old younger
daughter and two-year-old son. Even her husband uses the facility
with the children on weekends. The city has many other
family-support initiatives include a child-raising map that has a list
of hospitals, assistance organizations and other facilities, and
"baby stations,” with nursing and diaper-changing facilities
around the city. A second parenting support center is scheduled
for completion in 2018.
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A livable community
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Certified disaster prevention expert, Yukiko Okamoto, who
conducted research info disaster prevention and readiness in
Tokyo, is now based in her hometown of Osakasayama, where
she operafes a comprehensive disaster prevention consulting
business, such as giving lectures, writing manuals, and selling
disasferreadiness goods. The perspectives and attention to defail
that she offers as a woman in her ambitious disaster prevention
education efforts have proved very popular, and she is also
making a significant contribution fo the Osakasayama Women's
Volunteer Firefighters Group and the Osakasayama Disaster
Prevention Conference. In January 2016, when the Mayor and
the city’s education chief held talks with the Chief Director for
Disaster Prevention and Relief Coordination of the Ministry of Land,
Infrastructure, Transport and Tourism Kinki Regional Development
Bureau, and sfaff of the Geospatial Information Authority of Japan
and the Japan Meteorological Agency, Ms. Okamoto was a
driving force in making those connections. Her prediction for the
future is that “Osakasayama is sure to become a leading area
representing the nation in the field of disaster prevention,” and she
aims fo make Osakasayama a highly livable community.
